Constitution Review

Proposal to amend Article 6 of the constitution to read as follows:

ARTICLE 6 Election of Officers

6.1 Elections for the position of First and Second Vice Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer shall be conducted every two years at the Annual Meeting.

6.2 The First Vice Chairperson shall automatically progress to the chair unless challenged.

6.3 Any challenges to the progression of the First Vice Chairperson must be made in writing to the current Chairperson prior to the meeting before the Annual meeting.

6.4 The nominations Committee shall present a slate of candidates for election to the Council Executive at the Annual Meeting.

6.5 After acceptance of the candidates presented, the Chairperson shall call for nominations from the floor.  All nominations must be accepted by the nominee, either in person or, if absent, in writing.

6.6 The Chairperson shall close nominations, after which no further nominations will be accepted.

6.7 The elections shall be conducted by show of hands.  The nominated candidates shall leave the Council meeting room while the election is being conducted.  The Chairperson shall count the votes and announce the successful candidate.  In the event of a tie, the Chairperson shall case the deciding vote.

6.8 All elected persons will assume their positions immediately following the annual meeting.
