SAFETY AWARDS CRITERIA

1.
Definitions:


Lost Time Accident - An employee who missed his next scheduled workday due 
to a work related injury or illness and is W.C.B. compensable.


Contractors - Companies that specialize in a specific area and sell these services 
to member companies. This includes contractors subordinate to these contractors 
(e.g. their subcontractors).

2.
FORM “A”

Alberta Human Resources and Employment, Workplace Health and Safety Plaques (5 Classifications) are awarded to the company with the best safety performance based on the total exposure hours during the calendar year, of that member company (this includes all business units, divisions or sites).  A fatality experienced by any member company will result in automatic disqualification.


FORM “B”

Alberta Human Resources and Employment, Workplace Health and Safety 

“No Lost Time” certificates are awarded to each unit, division or site achieving a “no lost time” year with a minimum of 20,000 exposure hours.


FORM “C”

The Alberta Petro-Chemical Safety Council (Northern) Award Plaques are 
presented to the member companies with the best safety performance based on the 
total exposure hours for Contractors working at their facilities.  Member 
companies are classified in five categories based on the number of annual 
contractor exposure hours. A fatality experienced by any member company 
will result in automatic disqualification.

3.
The Alberta Petro-Chemical Safety Council (Northern) will present an award to 
a member company in each classification with an outstanding safety achievement. 

To qualify for this award the company must have achieved at least a minimum of 24 months LTA free up to and including December 31 of the award year.  The award 
will be presented to the company with the longest LTA free duration in each classification.
