Incident Reviews

· Equipment Failure/Safety Alert – Alberta Envirofuels, Tracy Zarn


Tracy supplied a written report of the incident for the meeting attendees.


“On AEF Conversion Project at approx. 11:15 hours on 6 April 2002, three workers were inside a man-basket that was being lowered by the American Crane onto the test plate.  One worker was near the basket, prepared to guide it to landing.  The main line block had been slung back out of the way for this job.  The lugs that held the slings connected to the main line block failed and the block swung free.  Witness accounts vary regarding the actual impact site of the block and slings in relation to the basket and the whip line.  The best reconstruction of the event expects that the block hit the whip line above the ball on the first swing with the slings hitting the man-basket.  The crane operator maneuvered the block in order to get it to the ground as quickly as possible without direct contact to the man-basket.  The workers received minor injuries.  Critical stress de-briefing was offered to each employee involved.


Initial Findings


Basic Cause:  
Failure of Lugs


Root Cause:
Inadequate procedure to use lugs for holding main line block.  The lugs were sent for analysis.  The findings were that the lugs were not designed to hold a load greater than approx. 4,000 lbs.  The intended purpose was to hold the block while shipping the crane on a rail car, not to tie back the block for routine operating.


Basic Recommendation:




Remove the block for tasks where it is not needed.


Potential Impact:
Severe to Catastrophic – involving potential multiple fatality




and destruction of parts of the live plant.”

Engineering report confirmed that the rosette failed due to a “sharp blow”.

Permit was obtained for work project.  Maintenance crew was in a rush and did not properly review permit.  They were stopped just short of opening the wrong access area  - which was live sour gas system, as they were actually on the wrong workpiece.  

· Hoisted Pipe slipped out of sling – Don Gibson, Owens Corning Canada


Workers were replacing pipe inside building utilizing crane.  Pipe slipped out of choker and fell approx. 12 feet.  Worker struck his hand and fractured it.  It is still undetermined if he was actually “struck” by the falling pipe, or if he injured his hand hitting the wall as he tried to jump out of the way of the pipe.

· Incident at Agrium, Carsland Operations – Pat Hlushak, Agrium, Fort Sask.

Operator came off and fell.  There were no injuries.  Investigating ways to reduce chances of failure – possibly attaching somehow.  Will be reviewed at the next meeting.
