Incident Reviews
Action Item:  Bring up AB Envirofuels Crane incident with Stu Alwood at next meeting. 

· Safety Alert – Carolyn Glavine, Reppsco

Ford F-150 Tire Rim Failure.  Written alert passed out and available.

· Near asphyxiation due to Nitrogen – John Gillespie, Dow Chemical – Ethylene Plant

Workers were nearly asphyxiated when they entered an oxygen deficient atmosphere.  Workers were complacent and not following procedures.

Verne Middleton, TransAlta Utilities commented that the need to stress eyes/mind on the job seems to become even more important when workers reach long term employment on the same type of job (5 years or more) as they tend to become complacent.  TransAlta Utilities is looking at a program to address the situation. 

· Article on Fall Arrest Self Rescue – Wes Hutton,  Agrium, Redwater
Article which presented a situation whereby an individual was saved from falling by the correct use of a fall arrest harness but then died before rescue could be achieved.   Article was passed out and is available.

Gerry Wagner commented that an Emergency Rescue Response Plan is a requirement in the new safety regulations.  

Bill Wong stated ”Rescue Plans should be an entirely different topic. 

Wes Hutton asked if the ROSE Committee Fall Arrest Standard addresses this issue? 

Lorne Halisky asked if anyone knew of any different types of harnesses being made? Possibly with more padding, etc.

Double Fatality 

Workers were asphyxiated after entering a tank that had been purged with Nitrogen (Oxygen deficient atmosphere)

Fatality

Steelworkers were installing roof trusses using a crane to lift and place them.  One of the trusses was not yet bolted into place and flipped over and fell onto worker below.

Fatality
Worker was run over by a trailer.   His sleeve was caught in the wheel while trying to grab his lunch as the truck and trailer pulled away.

Serious Injury
A bystander was backed over by forklift resulting in a broken hip and 2 broken legs.

Presentation – EMF/ELECTRICAL SAFETY – Scott Marsh

EMF’s – Electric & magnetic fields are produced by power line electrical wiring and electrical equipment.

Epidemiology Studies - largest of these studies was in the UK.  To date have concluded that there is no association of measured magnetic fields with childhood leukemia or other cancer types. 

Lab Studies - Lab research animals exposed to magnetic fields show no sign of cancer.

Further studies are underway as current tests are not conclusive.
